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DAY 1

I WONDER WHAT MAKES MY STORY UNIQUE?

(Shot of Carll Talking to camera in his studio) 

Carll: Well that’s it! And find out more next week! So thanks for watching, see you next time! 

Off Camera: CUT

(Different Camera Angle That follows Carll past camera and lights and workers, through the office and leads him to outside where he sits down by himself) 

Carll: (sighs) man oh man. I sure am tired. And sore. And gassy. (fart noise) 

(Passerby glares) 

Carll: Sorry… (notices two people talking and smiling) (inner monologue) I wonder what their story is. Maybe they’re a couple? Married for ten years, four kids and 13 cats. Nah... maybe their siblings? Talking about the time they covered their whole couch in peanut butter for their dogs. Probably not. What about him? (shot of man on the phone laughing) What's his story? He a salesman? The mayor? A secret agent undercover to stop the most evil of villains all around the world? Nah couldn't be… (man notices and winks, carll shakes head in disbelief, sighs) I don’t know, but what I do know is that I am tired. But I can't help but wonder, what makes my story unique? (Long shot and big idea comes across the screen) 

(Shot of Carll Sleeping getting poked in the face) 

Walter: Hello...hello...hello...hello….

Carll: AGH! What are you doing! 

Walter: woah! Take it easy! I was just checking

Carll: Checking? Checking what?! 

Walter: If you’re still breathing. 

Carll: Well I can assure you poking someone in the face isn’t the way to check if someone is breathing. 

Walter: agree to disagree. You ready to go? 

Carll: What? Ready to go where? 

Walter: hahahahaha! You’re seriously SOOOO funny! 

Carll: Well I’m glad you think so but I don’t know where you’re talking about. I don’t even know who you are? 

Walter: really? 

Carll: Really.

Walter: Did you not get the note in your pocket? 

Carll: What note in my (feels note in pocket, reads it aloud) ‘Pick you up in a bit. Gonna go find your story! - W.W.’ Wait, who’s WW?

Walter: Walter Wonder, nice to meet ya. 

Carll: Walter Wonder? 

Walter: Yessir. Walter Wonder. My job is to help those who wonder. So here I am. But we really should be going the monkeys will be showing up anytime now. 

Carll: Monkeys? 

Walter: They love the smell of Wonder.

Carll: You can’t be serious (hears monkey scream) AGH! Alright, let’s go! (Both run off screen) 

Carll: Woah! Where are we? 

Walter: Welcome to Wonder Works. This where we work so hard on all things Wonderful. Cookie? 

Carll: sure… (takes bite, makes nasty face) what is in this? 

Walter: Oh, special recipe. Chocolate chips, peanut butter, and green beans. 

Carll: Excuse me. 

Walter: So Carll, today you were wondering something very important. Do you remember what that was? 

Carll: Well now I’m wondering if I’m hallucinating. 

Walter: If you were hallucinating then could I do this (snaps fingers and backdrop changes to random videos) 

Carll: That’s a good point. 

Walter: So, what were you wondering? 

Carll: Well I’ve just been struggling lately. I’ve been really tired and unsure about a lot of things so I said I wonder what makes my story unique. 

Walter: Well, Carll is a wonderful wonder that you have there. And just like everyone has wonders, everyone has a story. 

Carll: Yeah, I know that. But what makes my story unique? Different from everyone else's? 

Walter: Good question! Let’s take a look at this. Do you know what this is? 

Carll: Well I believe it’s a normal everyday snowflake

Walter: THATS RIGHT! GOOD JOB! Now what makes this snowflake unique from all of the other snowflakes that fall? 

Carll: Ummm...I’m not sure. Is it even different than the rest? 

Walter: ANOTHER GREAT QUESTION! You see science tells us that there a million billion snowflakes that fall each second averaged throughout the year and not one of those snowflakes have been the same. 

Carll: Is that true? 

Walter: Do I look like the type of guy who spout off unconfirmed facts about snowflakes? 

(long weird stare between both and camera) 

Carll: no?

Walter: of course not! You see just as these snowflakes are unlike any other, so is your story. 

Carll: I suppose.

Walter: I can tell you might need some help understanding. This is you (holds up balloon) 

Carll: That’s not me. That’s a balloon. 

Walter: Just pretend. This balloon is you and your story. Now this is faith (baking powder) and I’ll give you some faith (puts baking powder in balloon) and Voila! 

Carll: Nothing happened…

Walter: Well that’s what happens when we only put our faith in ourselves or other things BUT imagine this bottle is God’s word

Carll: Seems a little strange but sure. 

Walter: If you choose to put our faith first and foremost in God’s Word (puts balloon around bottle and dumps powder into vinegar in the bottle) then amazing things happen. (Balloon begins to inflate) 

Carll: WOAH! That’s incredible! 

Walter: RIGHT?! Now you’ll never have to wonder if your story is unique ever again! 

Carll: I guess not. But how did that balloon get bigger, I’m still confused

Walter: Some things will forever remain a long and distant mystery that no one will ever comprehend (gestures dramatically)

Carll: … So, it was science?

Walter: It was science…

Carll: So what’s next?

Walter: What do you mean? 

Carll: Well you helped me with my wonder...now what?

Walter: Well, is there anything else you’ve wondered about? 

Carll: Sure there is! 

Walter: Perfect! Then that means we gotta get busy! Hold on tight! 

Carll: What? Why? (Walter Snaps and disappears) Oh no! (poof, Carll Disappears) 



DAY 2

I WONDER WHAT GIFTS GOD GAVE ME?

Walter: So I was standing there holding the squid and I look up to say, wait a minute, this isn’t the British embassy! HAHAHAHAHAHA

Carll: I don’t get it…

Wonder: Oh, you’ll get it later. So how have you been Carll? 

Carll: Good, this is all really new. Being in a new place, seeing things from a different perspective, and learning so many crazy things sure has put me through a whirlwind. 

Walter: I get it. There's a lot on your mind. Like why is the sky blue? How do toasters work? And why do my sneezes sound like a zebra? 

Carll: Yeah, I get that...wait...is that true?

Walter: Yeah, is it because of the atmospheric gases in the sky, is that whys its blue? Is it cause of space?

Carll: No the thing about you sneezing. Is that true?

Walter: Oh yeah, watch (sneezes with zebra sound) 

Carll: Wow. (laughs) That’s incredible. 

Walter: Thanks, it’s one of my gifts. 

Carll: Gifts? What do you mean?

Walter: You know the things God gives us to show love and give joy to others. I have those and I like to use them, just like that sneeze brought you joy and made you laugh. 

Carll: interesting. 

Walter: What are you wondering? 

Carll: Well...I wonder what gifts God gave me…

Walter: that is a WONDERFUL WONDER! We gotcha figure this out, Carll! 

Carll: Okay, how do I do that? 

Walter: Well they talk about spiritual gifts in the.... (seeing if Carll can guess it) 

Carll: trees? 

Walter: No! Haha! The bible! In 2 timothy we are told there are gifts that each person has that God gives us that we can use to serve and love others! 

Carll: OH, got it. Okay

Walter: So, what do you believe your gift is? 

Carll: Umm..I’m not really sure.

Walter: Alrighty, NO PROBLEM! Let’s try a couple out and see what we can discover. 

ENCOURAGMENT

(Compilation of people working while Carll goes by and encourages them with simple words, last one ends with carll scaring someone and then they drop a fragile item, breaking it)

Carll: So maybe we try another one. 

Walter: Lets. 

TEACHING

(Scene of Carll in front of group of people trying to teach and give information but very nervous and passes out, cuts to next scene with carll holding a rag to his forehead) 

Walter: Yeah that wasn't the best idea. 

Carll: You’re telling me. I don’t know if I’ll ever find out what my gift is. 

Walter: We will, it’s only a matter of time. 

(person walks in) 

Person: Hey, I hate to bother you but is there anyway I could have ten bucks. I forgot my lunch at home and I’m really hungry! 

Walter: sorry, I don’t have anything on me! 

Carll: Here you go! 

Person: this is 20 dollars. 

Carll: I know 

Person: are you sure? 

Carll: 100% If there is anything else I can do let me know

(Walter looks impressed)

Walter: Now that was pre…

(Another person shows up) 

Person 2: Excuse me, I have something stuck to the back of my shirt but I can’t quite reach it, could you?

Carll: Not a problem! 

Person 3: Thank you so much! 

Person 4: Sorry, but do can any of you show me how to get to the city library?

Carll: Absolutely! I’ll be right back Walter

(Carll walks away with person, awkward silence of Walter and acting goofy for a small period of time) 

Carll: Sorry about that. What were you saying? 

Walter: well I have good news for you Carll

Carll: Did someone leave a corndog in my chair while I was gone? (gets up and looks under himself) 

Walter: Nope. I think I know what your gift is. 

Carll: Seriously? Really?! What is it?!

Walter: Well, I think your gift is serving and giving. 

Carll: What? That can’t be. Like serving other people and just giving and being generous? 

Walter: yessir! Isn't that great?!

Carll: well I think you got it wrong. Those things are something I just enjoy doing, plus I'm not even good at them really. 

Walter: That's the point! A lot of times, the gifts God gives us might not be the most obvious, but when it’s something we do for God and others, that’s definitely a gift from God.

Carll: Wait, something I get from God is something I can use FOR God? It’s like, if you gave me $20 and I used it to buy YOU a gift? 

Walter: Yes. God’s awesome that way! God GIVES us all sorts of different gifts that we can use to serve God and the people in our lives. And we can even improve on our gifts by using them more! 

Carll: Really?

Walter: of course! The more we work on our gifts and feed into them the better we can love others! It’s pretty wonderful! 

Carll: Sounds like it. Well then I guess I’m gonna keep on serving and giving! 

Walter: That sounds like a great idea. You wanna try it now? 

Carll: Let’s go! 

(compilation of Carll and Walter helping others) 

Carll: Wow! I sure am tired! 

Walter: Yeah, me too! But we did a good thing. 

Carll: We sure did! 

Walter: I’m also glad we now know what your gifts are. 

Carll: Yeah, what about you though, besides the whole sneeze thing, what else is your gift? 

Walter: Well, I don’t know if it’s a gift but when I eat too much cheese my body makes a noise and that notice sounds like an elephant. 

Carll: Really? 

(Elephant noise) 

Carll: Huh...that’s weird… (smells something gross and covers his nose) Oh man that’s gross!!! Definitely NOT a gift...

Walter: My bad...


DAY 3

I WONDER WHAT I CAN LEARN FROM OTHERS?

(Opening shot is empty outside shot, after five seconds Carll and Walter run by the camera laughing, then again, then again, then finally land in front of the camera out of breath) 

Walter: Wow. you really are fast. 

Carll: I told you. I once outran an elephant at the zoo.  

Walter: Really?

Carll: Yup. 

Walter: Do you know that elephants are the only animals that can’t jump? 

Carll: Really? I had no idea! 

Walter: They also spend almost 16 hours a day eating. 

Carll: Holy moly...Walter can I ask you a question? 

Walter: Leprechaun’s

Carll: What? 

Walter: Sorry, I thought you were gonna ask me what my biggest fear was.

Carll: umm...no. I actually was gonna ask how you got to know so much about elephants, and wonder and everything else you’ve helped me with? 

Walter: From others.

Carll: What do you mean?

Walter: well I realized when I was younger that there are a lot of people around me who are super smart and super wise. So when I’m with those people I like to ask questions and learn. 

Carll: Huh, so you can just learn a lot of things from lots of people? 

Walter: Absolutely. 

Carll: I wonder what I can learn from others? (TITLE) 

Carll: So you’re telling me, that everyone knows something.

Walter: Everyone

Carll: My uncle

Walter: Yup

Carll: the person who burnt my chicken nuggets at Chick-Fil-A 

Walter: Yup

Carll: What about the lady in the park who yells at the birds? 

Walter: Yup! Everyone knows something

Carll: so if everyone knows something then that means I can learn from them, right? 

Walter: You got it! 

Carll: Well we gotta try this out! 

Walter: Right now?

Carll: of course! I gotta learn!

(Compilation of Carll being taught how to write, how to sing, break boards, dance, cook, etc.) 

Carll: Jeli! Jeli! 

Jeli: Hey, Carll what’s up? 

Carll: I need to learn something.

Jeli: What do you mean? 

Carll: Well, my buddy Walter here told me that everyone knows something.

Walter: That's true

Carll: And I was curious what you know and if you could teach me.

Jeli: hmmm...well I don't wanna brag but I do know a lot

Carll: Awesome! That's perfect! 

Jeli: But there's something I learned recently that I think you would like. 

Carll: Is it karate? 

Walter: baking bread?

Carll: how to fall upstairs?

Walter: how to woonwalk?

Carll: How to unclog a sink? 

Walter: How to to build a campfire? 

Carll: How to do a cartwheel? 

Walter: How to pack a suit case? 

Carll: How to tell if your cat is an undercover cop?

(weird looks from Jeli and Walter at Carll) add cricket sounds?

Carll: She just seems like she’s hiding something. 

Jeli: Well I didn’t learn any of that but what I did learn is how to love others and why it’s so important. 

Carll: Wait what?

Jeli: You know like in 1 Peter it tells us that we are to love each other deeply

Carll: Deeply? You mean like in the deep end of the pool? Are you telling me that I have to wear floaties to love people?

Walter: I don’t think that’s what she’s saying. You see we can learn a lot of things like karate or how to build a campfire but those things are nowhere near as important as the fact that we are supposed to love everyone. 


Jeli: Exactly, we often forget the most important thing we can do is love others. Loving others is required while most of those things we mentioned aren’t. 

Carll: Hold up, I’m all for the idea of loving people but do you really think its required? 

Jeli: Of course! And it’s not easy! 

Carll: That’s your opinion. I think it’s really easy to love everyone. 

Jeli: Really? 

Carll: Oh yeah. 

Walter: Hey, Carll what's this? (Holding up toy) 

Carll: Oh that’s just my favorite toy in the whole entire world… (Walter throws it on the ground)

Jeli: Carll...how do you feel? 

Carll: mixed emotions. Part of me is angry and the other is filled with an incomprehensible amount of rage.

Jeli: That makes sense. But what I’ve been learning is that God calls us to love everyone no matter how hard it may be. So, do you still love Walter?

Carll: (sighs) yeah...I do. He’s still a good friend. 

Jeli: And was that easy? 

Carll: No not really. I mean, for a moment I was really mad at Walter but I really like Walter, so it was really easy to let it go. But if it had been my enemy who did that… I’m not sure I would be able to love them. Why does God ask us to do something so hard? 

Walter: Another great question, Carll. Let’s look at it this way. Do you ever do something that God might not like? 

Carll: Yeah. A lot. 

Walter: Does God ever stop loving you? 

Carll: No… even when I feel like I’m the worst, God always forgives me and loves me. 

Jeli: Exactly! Now doesn’t it make sense that if God loves us that much, we should go out and show others the same kind of love, the best we can? 

Carll: Whoa. You two are blowing my mind right now. I’m supposed to love others as a way to show how much God loves ME? 

Walter: Yup yup yup! God’s love is for everyone, not just me and you and Jeli. And a great way to show that love is to take the time to get to know someone and hear their story. You might learn something you never knew that will help you love them better.

Carll: That’s neat! I can’t wait to go learn something new from someone new! Or someone old, they’re fun, too. 

Jeli: Good! So you wanna go walk around and talk to others and try to put what we learned into practice? 

Carll: Sounds great! And by the way Walter, I’m not mad anymore at you.

Walter: Good. Cause that wasn't your toy, this is your toy. Haha (pulls out identical toy) 

Carll: phew. You got me good. I don't know what I would’ve done if this thing broke 

Walter: I know it (pats carll on back, toy falls to ground and shatters, Carll and Walter and Jeli shocked face) I’ll buy you a new one…

Carll: alright…

(All exit) 






DAY 4

I WONDER HOW I CAN SPEND TIME WITH GOD?

(Carll walks into frame, confused, lost, looking around) 

Carll: Walter? Walter? Hello? (Another place, carll wandering around) 

Walter: Hey, Carll! 

Carll: AGHHHH! 

Walter: Easy there pal. 

Carll: Where were you? I’ve been looking everywhere! 

Walter: Oh I was just doing my morning routine. 

Carll: What’s your morning routine? 

Walter: well I wake up real early and the first thing I do after I feed my alligators I spend

Carll: Hold up. You got alligators? 

Walter: Who doesn’t? 

Carll: I think a lot of people…

Walter: Well either way after they're fed I go spend time with God. 

Carll: You do what? 

Walter: Spend time with god. You do that don’t ya?

Carll: umm…..yeah...totally. 

Walter: Carll, don’t lie to me. I could sic my alligators on you.

Carll: alright, don't do that. I guess I just don’t know what it means to spend time with God. 

Walter: Well it’s very important. 

Carll: Alright, well then I wonder how I can spend time with God. 

Walter: So Carll, how can you spend more time with God? 

Carll: Well its simple really….umm...what you have to do is….uhh...I’m lost…

Walter: So do not worry, just wonder! I can help you or else my name isn't Walter wonder! 

Carll: wait, your name isn’t Walter wonder? Who are you?!!

Walter: No its just an expression. But I can help you! You know Carll it’s our job to wonder but not just wonder, you see if there’s a question we have we must do all we can to figure out the answer! 

Carll: Any question? 

Walter: Yes sir! 

Carll: How many dimples are on a basketball? 

Walter: 35,000

Carll: Wait, really? 

Walter: Yes, now let’s go answer the question! 

Carll: Alright! 

(Transition to Walter and Carll Outside in nature) 

Carll: Woah! Where are we? Is this where your two alligators live? 

Walter: No of course not

Carll: phew

Walter: Just one of them 

Carll: AGHHHH! 

Walter: I'm joking! 

Carll: Don’t do that to me. So what are we doing out here anyway? 

Walter: Well I wanted to show you something truly wonderful! 

Carll: What are you talking about? There's nothing wonderful out here?

Walter: Sure there is! Look at the trees, leaves, sky, grass, mud, water. 

Carll: I’m pretty sure that’s raccoon poop. 

Walter: That is true but everything else, pretty WONDER-ful! 

Carll: I don’t know man…

Walter: Alright, let's go somewhere new

Carll: Let’s go! 

(NEW LOCATION) 

Carll: Hey, I like this place. 

Walter: Nice, right?

Carll: Yeah, well what are we doing here now? 

Walter: I wanted to read a little with you. 

Carll: READ??! That doesn't sound very fun. Wait, are we in school? 

Walter: haha, no. trust me, it’s good stuff. (plops huge bible on table) 

Carll: WHAT IS THAT? It’s ginormous! 

Walter: That’s my bible. It’s big but it does the job. 

Carll: What job? Crushing people?!

Walter: You’ll see. Wanna read a little bit? 

Carll:  I guess. (Small compilation of Carll and Walter reading) 

Walter: So, what’d ya think? 

Carll: That stuff was pretty powerful, kinda confusing sometimes but powerful. 

Walter: Yup. The bible is an amazing way to learn more about God. 

Carll: I believe it. But what about spending time with God like we talked about earlier? 

Walter: I’m glad you asked! Carll, do you like math? 

Carll: Do cats like water? 

Walter: no?

Carll: Then no, I do not like math. Unless you’re doing chicken nugget math. Then in that case I don’t like math. 

Walter: Alright, well this is pretty easy. What do you get when you add reading the bible, praying, going to church, singing praise songs, appreciating nature… all together? 

Carll: (thinks for a moment) 578. No. 579. 

Walter: So close. 

Carll: Really? 

Walter: Nope. All those things are equal to spending time with God! 

Carll: Wait a minute. All I have to do to spend time with God, the creator of the universe, is pray & read the bible? 

Walter: Those are two of the many ways we can spend time with God. Spending time with God means anything we do to put God first before anything else! And the more time we spend, the more we learn and build our relationship with God. It’s pretty cool. 

Carll: That is cool! Wow, thanks Walter wonder. I don’t know what I’d do without you. 

Walter: No problem Carll! Just always remember what you’ve learned and put it into practice. 

Carll: I sure will. So what should we do now?

Walter: Well, you probably need to wake up. 

Carll: Wake up?

Walter: Yeah, just wake up. Wake up. Wake up. (female voice begins to say wake up, fades into first scene of first day when Carll fell asleep outside) 

Character: Wake up Carll.

Carll: Woah, where am I?

Character: You’re outside. You fell asleep. Looked like you were having a crazy dream. 

Carll: Wait a minute (talking to himself) was that all a dream? 

Character: That must've been some crazy dream. 

Carll: It was. Hmmm. that’s kind of a bummer. I liked Walter. 

Character: Who’s Walter? 

Carll: No one. Just someone who taught me a lot. I wonder what I’m supposed to do now. (flashback to Walter telling him to remember what he’s been taught and put it into practice) 

Character: So carll you ready for church?

Carll: (looks at the other people and smile comes across his face) Yeah, that would be fun! 
(Gets up and walks away joining friends, Walter Wonder walks up)

Walter: There he goes. My boy carll. So smart, so wonderful. I can’t believe he’s all grown up. (begins crying) agh I told myself I wouldn’t cry. (blows nose on shirt) pull yourself together! 
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
